What are the different types of service in the benefice?...

A common question we are asked is what is the difference between all the
different ®rvices in the Benefice.

The main type of services we have in this benefice@mmunion

services, where we celebrate communion (also known as: mass or
Eucharist or the Lord’s Supper).
and wine which have been bledd®y the minister and help us to remember
and ‘share’ in the death of Jesus
Bible in several places including Matthew 26:35 and 1 Corinthians
11:2326. As well as the communion, there will also be readiraya the
Bible, a sermon and various prayers. Certain churches (Holwell,
Broadwell, Westwell and Little Faringdon) use the traditional Elizabethan
service known as the Book of Common Prayer (BCP), others use a model
service format. oulrhse'r eo fa rceo Ranslvnei roa
Communion you can expect hymns while aHaly Communion there is
normally no singing. While the other flavours of communion have a
traditional sermon, Bamily Communion would have an interactive talk
aimed at all agessavell as hymns, less Bible readings and simpler words.

After communion, the rest seems straightforw&wknsongis an evening
service which does not have communion and is taken from the Book of
Common Prayer (i.e. in Elizabethan English). The maingi&tensong

is a set service which consists of prayers and songs from the Bible
(sometimes sung, sometimes read) and two main Bible readings. There
would also typically be three or four hymns and a sermonMatins is a
similar service, but it is the oanning version. We also sometimes have
Family Serviceswhich are like Family Communions, but without the
communion.

When we hav@aptisms (also known as Christenings), these are shown
too.

On top of this there are special servicesHaster, Christmas, Carols,
Christingles, Remembrance Harvest, and many more occasions.
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Sometimes we have also pAMPCM s in the service schedule which are
like the AGMs for the church and on Sunday may start with a short
service.

John Heyworth Commemorative Gates

Holwell hailed the start of 2017 with the installation of new gates for the
Church, given in comemoration of John Heyworth.

Long serving Church wardehe did so much not only for the village but
also, of course, in the surrounding area and its whole commuititythe

establishment and development of thg &
Wildlife Park. \

Various ideas for replacing tlaging
church gates had been discussed
without coming to a conclusion
though there was a general feeling t
the gates should be of oak, and then
talking about it, a suggestion came &
from a young man, born and bred o
hereabouts and now working on the

estate Tom(son of Paul Godfreygamekeeper to John Heyworth still there
today).

At school, Tom had always liked and been interested in woodwork, so he
thought he would have a try at designing the gated,incorporated the
Celtic Cross on the roof of the cletrrin his design.
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The Cotswold Wildlife Park decided the gates would be a fitting memorial
to John, and there was, too, the added bonus that they would be made by
Elmtree Joinery of Milton under Wychwood, the family firm of Denis
Wilkes who did so much atrBdwell Grove, including restoration of the

roof of the house as well as wdid the Park.

The village is proud of the church's new gates, commemorating a loved
and admirable mamnd | feel John would surely have approved that they
are so much part of hmicrocosm of England

Our Village Charity

The LangfordCharity was formed from a number of small historic
charities in the village, some of them dating back centuries.

|l " m sure you have noticed various
past 23 yearsFrom a fairly intensivelyrun arable farm, it is gradually
mutating into a somewhat different setting. Apart from repairs to the dry
stonewalls, new postndrail fencing and the introduction of the equestrian
features of wooden jumps and obstacles, thassbeen much new planting
and other enhancements to the landscape.

The first major project undertaken was the clearance of several acres of
mature softwoods in Punchbowl and Westwell Copse. The resulting timbe
was sent for biomass fuel and 7,000 mixaddivood saplings have been
planted in their place. These include: Beech, Spotted Oak (quercus
shumardii), English Oak (quercus robur), Willow (salix alba chermensina
& salix alba pentandra), Hazel, Silver Birch, Lime, Field Maple and Red
Maple (acer freemmai) and a, hopefully diseagesistant, species of EIm

from Holland (ulmus lobel).

Some of the open fields have been planted with stands ofrsatuare trees
to create a visual statement in the landscape. Much of the grassland has
been under planted witled clover to improve soil structure, fertility and
grazing for sheep. And the resultant miswering last August provided a
welcome bounty for at least one village beekeeper.

Approximately 3,600 metres of new hedging has been planted with native
specis such as hazel, beech, dogwood, blackthorn (prunus spinosa) and
dogrose. There is also an ongoing programme of héalgeg to

regenerate and improve the hedgerows. There are plans to sow the field
margins and headlands with seed mixes to benefit bidsnsects and
increase bialiversity.

Old barbeéwire is slowly being taken out, and that scourge of the British
countryside, the abandoned pheasant pen, with its unsightly medley of
tangled chickefwire, rusty corrugated tin and plastic containers, arego
consigned to history.
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Some of this will take years to come to fruition and will only be fully
appreciated by the next generation, but it is interesting to observe what ca
be achieved in a relatively short timeframe.

No One Should Have No One i at Christmas, and
o/ Oxfordshire beyond
g Age UK Oxfordshire firmly believes that everybody

should have somebody. Staggeringly, as many as 13,00C
people in Oxfordshire can go a month without speakinanybody. Take a
moment to let these numbers sink in.

It is shocking that the effect of loneliness and isolation on mortality is comparable
to the impact of welknown risk factors such as obesity, and has a similar
influence as cigarette smoking (Hdlunstad, 2010).
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But —loneliness is preventable. This year Age UK has launched a national
initiative called No One should have No One and firmly believes that everybody
should have somebody. Locally, Age UK Oxfordshire is teaming up with
Oxfordshire Coanty Council Fire & Rescue to help raise awareness of the silent
and often unnoticed danger that is loneliness. Oxfordshire County Council Fire &
Rescue will be distributing 1,000 goodie bags filled with useful items and
information to older vulnerable pelehat they come into contact with. One way
that Age UK Oxfordshire works to combat loneliness is through their Phone
Friends service.

Phone Friends, Age UK Oxfordshire’s
make approximately 500 calls to older pleogach week. Currently over 230 of

the most lonely and isolated people in Oxfordshire are receiving at least one call
week from one of our 37 caring, friendly, committed Phone Friends volunteers.
This included 382 evening calls and 234 weekend callegdolunteers from
their homes last year.

Our Phone Friends are some of the loneliest and isolated people in society,
homebound or even bdmbund, unable to take advantage of other services such a
lunch clubs or activities and often feeling forgotted averlooked as a result.

It is vital that this service, the Information and Advice line and other Age UK
Oxfordshire services receive funds in order to continue. As you can imagine, at
this time of year, that one phone call from a phone friend cadifiedirze.

Money from the tax man!

Tens of thousands of gradparents are missing out on National Insurance
(NI) credits which could be worth more than £230 a year when they retire, a
former pensions minister has said.

Sir Steve Webb, director of policy at Royal London, wants the government to
encourage more peopie claim them.

Mothers who give up work are given NI credits while their children are under 12,
to help them get a state pensidfithey return to work, relatives can claim the
credits insteadTo qualify for the secalledgrandparents' credit, such relatives
need to be of working age, while caring for the child in question.

In the year to the end of September 2016, only about 1,300 people claimed the
credits, according to a response to a Freedom of Information request.

However, Sir Steve said that as many as 100,000 relatives could get them, if onl
they were made awaréThe scheme is not much use if hardly anyone takes it

up," he said."The government needs to act quickly to alert mothers to the fact
that they can sign over the National Insurance credits that they do not need."

Any close relative can apply for the National Insurance credits, but it's most likely
to be a grandparent, as long as they're under pensiortagh.year of caring fo

a child under 12, qualifies them for an extra £231 of annual pengibich is
valuable if they don't have a full National insurance record and aren't earning
enough to pay National Insurance anyway.

If families think they've missed out, they can makekaated claims for all the
years back to 2011.
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A grandparent or other relative who takgart in the scheme for a full year is able
to claim an extra 1/35th of the state pensidhat is worth £231 a year, or about
£4,600 over a 2§ear retirement.

In response, the government said that as many as 5,000 people in total had
benefited from thecheme- officially known as Specified Adult Childcare credits
—since it started in 2011.

"These credits are available to people in a small number of specific
circumstancéssaid a spokesperson for the Department for Work and Pensions
(DWP). "As with al credits, details of the Specified Adult Childcare credits are
well publicised on GOV.UK and are promoted through a number of consumer
websites."

AUSTRALIA
Here | am safely back home after an amazing trip and so ......

Having left home at 3.15 pm on the afternoon of 20th October, arrived at
Changi Airport, Singapore at 6.10 pm on the 21$tqirs ahead of us) and
thenarriving in Cairns at 10.25aon the morning of the 22nd (which was

9 hours ahead of us) | felt very disorientated time wise but | suffered no je
lag on the way out or on my return, very strange. We were met by friend
Bob whopicked us up in a car and took us to our hotel where we booked i
and after an hour or so strolled down to the sea front to do some birding ir
a beautiful temperature afid-twentiesand blue sky.

Thefirst bird we saw was the wonderfully named Willieagtail, a little

like our Pied Wagtajlblack and white but with a long tail and follows you
around all the time in the hope that you disturb some insects it can eat, a
very common bird in Australia. We spent quite a lazy day clocking up a
lot of new speies of birds to us, then after dinner retired to bed for an
early night in preparation for our official start, early the next morning.

23rd October

Our group of ten met up in the hotel foyer at 6.30 am for the official start
of our tour and we were mey IBarry Davis, our guide and driver for the
next two weeks.
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As we made our way on foot to the esplanade the first bird we saw, in this
"Land of the Parrots" was the very noisy and very colourful and aptly
named Rainbow Lorikeet, bright red, yellow, bluel areen, a stunning

bird that we were to see many more of on our trip.

We arrived minutes later at the seant after watching Whiteumped
Swiftlets, Whitebreasted Woodswallows, Pied Imperial Pigeon and the
tiny and beautifully marked Peaceful Doveraj the way.The tide was

half way out and the exposed milats had hundreds of waders feeding on
them. The giant Eastern Curlew (the female is the world's largest wader in
body length and bill size) towered above the diminutive-Retked Stint

and thee were, Pacific Golden Plovers, Godwits, Sandpipers, Tattlers and
large Australian Pelicans to name but a few. An Osprey flew over us
cartying a large fish in its talorend landed on a chimney of the nearby
Holiday Inn where it proceeded to feast oavier the next hour or so.

The bushes in the parkland immediately beyond the beach were alive with
bird calls and movement, we found Yellow and Varied Honeyeaters and
the beautiful male Olivacked Sunbird with its long slender, curved

black bill catching the sun.

Moving on to the mangrove swamp we fouadgair of exquisite tiny
Doubleeyed Fig Parrots at their hole nesting site in a tree branch
(Australia's smallest parrot), a Largdled Gerygone was visiting its
penduline nest and we logged a CathKingfisher. There were many
others (brain overload!) and we walked back into Cairns for breakfast at
our hotel.

We reconvened at 10 am when we boarded our bus and drove north to
Redden Island at Machans Beach. It was hot and sunny with a cooling
breee coming in off the sea. It wasn't long before we found our target
bird, two Beach Stone Curlews were sighted across a river mouth. We sa
hundreds of waders, Black Kite, Whimbrel and various Egrets before we
moved on

The Catana Wetlands Nature Resaronsisted of a series of pools,
surrounding scrub, woodland and mangrove swamp. It was here that we
found a Little Bronze Cuckoo followed by Corsbested Jacana and
Varied Triller. After a long walk we decided to head off the Reserve along
a bak track which took us through some scrubland with small open pools.
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It was there that we found the dgitful Redbacked Fairy Wrera Black
banded Dotterel and a couple of superb Shaitpd SandpipersBack in
Cairns we had lunch at a small restaurarthe suburbs and for the last
couple of hours we visited the Centenary Lakes and a large cemetery.

At the lakes we enjoyed watching a Mistletoe Bird visiting its nest which
was a hanging ball of spider's webs woven into the most beautiful nest we
hadever seen. Some of the group had previously found a Papuan
Frogmouth sitting on its nest high up in a tree fork, on the edge of the
largest lake It took a while to relocate it but when we did we were all
amazed by the cryptic camouflage of this strariggsplumage,

occasionally opening one large eye just a little to look down at us. During
the remainder of the walk we added Brahminy Kite and not much else.

Our final hour was spent walking through the cemetery where good
numbers of birds were seen,particular we saw a dozen or so Bush Stone
Curlews, also lots of Rainbow Bee Eaters, Rainbow Lorikeets and Sulphul
Crested Cockatoo. We jumped back on the bus after watching-Bleet
Cuckoashrike near the exit gate, our last bird of the daje droveback

to our hotel and dispersed fomall-earnedoreak before dinner at 7 pm.

Back in the UK

The weather back here over the last week or so has seen the temperature
fluctuate from several degrees below freezing to rather mild double
figures. | have had two male and dwiemale Bullfinches visiting my

feeders rgularly plus a family party adfong-tailed Tits and for the last
